• The “CNN Warrior One” RE/MAX Tour for the Troops generates increased awareness 
and support for two foundations with missions to support wounded troops: America 
Supports You homefront organization Fisher House and Sentinels of Freedom. Originally, 
the Hummer CNN Warrior One was embedded with the U.S. Marines during the invasion 
of Iraq.
